Introduction
Effective as of the first provisioning cycle in June 2012, Sprint has implemented a vetting process for all aggregators requesting the addition of a new content provider. The purpose of this document is to list the vetting requirements for both the Content Provider and their client.
1 Documentation Requirements
1.1 Content Provider
The Content Provider is the entity that owns or has the right to content and licenses such content to the Aggregator for delivery to the end user.  The Content Provider MUST have a contractual relationship with the Aggregator. The Content Provider must provide some information on their company as outlined in the next section.
